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2 Timothy 4
1. I charge you in the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who is to judge the living and the dead, and by His appearing and His kingdom:

2. Preach the word; be ready in season and out of season; reprove, rebuke, and exhort, with complete patience and teaching.
“preach” “When Paul says to Timothy … ‘preach the word,’ the term he uses for ‘preach’ is a word for ‘herald’ or ‘announce’ or ‘proclaim’ (kēruxon).  It is not a word for ‘teach’ or ‘explain.’  It is what a town-crier did: ‘Hear ye, hear ye, hear ye!  The King has a proclamation of good news for all those who swear allegiance to His throne.  Be it known to you that He will give eternal life to all who trust and love His Son.’  I call this heralding ‘exultation.’  Preaching is a public exultation over the truth that it brings.  It is not disinterested or cool or neutral.  It is not mere explanation.  It is manifestly and contagiously passionate about what it says (Piper 10).”  “True preaching is not the opinions of a mere man.  It is the faithful exposition of God’s Word.  So in a phrase, preaching is ‘expository exultation’ (Piper 10).”
