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Romans 7

4. Likewise, my brothers, you also have died to the law through the body of Christ, so that you may belong to another, to Him who has been raised from the dead, in order that we may bear fruit to God.
“Now we are free indeed.  Not to be autonomous, but to want what is good.  A whole new way of life opens to us when the death of Christ becomes the death of our old self.  Relationship with the living Christ replaces rules.  And the freedom of fruit-bearing replaces the bondage of the law (Piper 65).”
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
